This 8.5-hour class given over 2 days covers information needed for earning the Food Defense Qualified Individual certificate.  Students must be  logged-into our WebEx training from a video-capable computer with wired-connection to the internet.  The student MUST BE VISIBLE at all times, and must stay connected to the WebEx Training for the entire 8.5 hours in order to receive certificate at the end.
Over the course of two half-days, information regarding “Intentional Adulteration - Vulnerability Assessments” (IA VA) will be covered, including Hands-on exercise sessions to provide immediate utilization of lecture materials as participants work through model Food Defense exercises. Group discussions in the course allow for exchange of “best practices” advice on successful implementation and maintenance of Food Defense Plans during everyday production.  A written exam at the end of the course offers an evaluation of how well participants understand the material.  *Passing the end-of-class quiz is required for earning a certificate.
